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Constitution




A. Name;


The name of the Association is "The Wellow Toftholders and Owners
Association", hereafter called" the Toftholders Association".



B. Administration;
The management of all business of the Toftholders Association shall be carried
out by an elected committee; the actions of the committee shall be undertaken in accordance with this constitution, as shall the election of the Committee itself.
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The aims and objectives of the Toftholders Association shall be as follows;
i. To preserve the rights to the common land granted by Lord Savile under the
Enclosure Acts of 1842, for the benefit of the whole village.
ii. To maintain, to the best of their ability, in good order, the common land designated in the registration of 1968.
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i. Membership of the Toftholders Association shall be open to all Persons holding rights of common in Wellow. 
ii. Each member has one vote.



E. Committee;





A committee shall be elected at each Annual General Meeting; the committee 
	shall consist of;
Chairman
Vice Chairman Treasurer Secretary
and not less than 2 or more than 8 ordinary members
The committee may in addition co-opt members to the committee during the year, provided that the total number of permitted members is not exceeded by so doing. The appointment of any co-opted member shall run from the start of the following meeting.



F. Financial Matters;
i. All income of the Toftholders Association shall be paid into the accounts operated in the name of the Wellow Toftholders and Owners Association.
All cheques on the account must be signed by two officers of the committee.
`	ii. Records shall be kept of all income and expenditure, and a verbal report given at each ordinary meeting of the committee.	
iii. The funds belonging to the Toftholders Association shall be applied in furthering the aims and objectives of the organisation. The committee may, however, for the good of the village as a whole, agree to apply some of the funding to local causes, provided that this would not jeopardise the objectives.









G. Ordinary/Special Meetings
i. The committee shall hold at least three ordinary meetings each year;
a special meeting may be called at any time by the Chairman.
ii. The Chairman shall chair the meetings of the committee; in his/her absence from any meeting the Vice Chairman shall take the chair. If exceptionally, both are absent the members of the committee present shall choose one of their number to be chairman of the meeting before any business is transacted.
iii. There shall be a quorum when at least one third of the number of members of the committee is present, subject to a minimum of three persons present
iv. Every matter shall be determined by a majority of votes of the members of the
Committee present and voting on the question; in the event of equal votes, the
Chairman of that meeting shall have a second or casting vote.
v. The committee shall keep minutes of the proceedings at meetings.
vi. The committee may if warranted from time to time make and alter rules for the conduct of Toftholders Association business.
No rule may, however, be made which is inconsistent with this constitution.

H. Annual General Meeting
i. There shall be an annual general meeting of the Toftholders Association, held in the month of March each year, or as soon as practicable thereafter.
ii. All members of the Wellow Toftholders and Owners Association shall be
entitled to attend and vote at the meeting, and the date will  be publicised in the village.
iii. The existing Chairman shall conduct the meeting until the election of officers, after which he/she shall hand over conduct of the meeting to the newly­elected Chairman.
iv. The election for committee officers and members shall be carried out at the annual general meeting, all persons attending being entitled to nominate, second, and vote. Should seconded nominations exceed vacancies, election shall be by ballot.
v. The Treasurer shall present to each Annual General Meeting the report and accounts of the Toftholders Association for the preceding year.
vi. A full written record of proceedings shall be kept.

I. Special General Meetings
The committee may call a special general meeting of the Toftholders Association at any time.
ii. A full written record of proceedings of the meeting shall be kept.
